This bilingual Spanish-English book will be enjoyed by all kids, whether Mexican or American, who
like pro wrestling. It is centered around young Carlitos’ attendance at a wrestling match in Mexico
City with his father Papa Lupe. The "bad" group of wrestlers is presented, then the "good" group.
The wrestlers have colorful outfits, and what masks! It was the silver mask that Carlitos had
purchased at the concession stand, and to his delight he finds it is The Man in the Silver Mask who
leads the good group (and there is an interesting twist). But the bad group is more interesting:
masks of a shark, a caveman, and a vampire bat! The large-sized color illustrations emphasize
those masks along with the formidable bearing of each wrestler. A concluding history of lucha libre
in Mexico describes its tradition and the linkage of the ring, comic books, and filmdom in its popular
culture. Yes, there was a real-life Man in the Silver Mask! The side-by-side English and Spanish text

will be helpful to those seeking to improve their Spanish (o ingles).
