Each chapter, written by an
experienced naturalist intimately familiar with one of the seven major ecosystems, introduces the
reader to the dynamic interrelationships in nature, the interactions between a particular habitat and
its inhabitants, and its plants and wildlife. Over 135 locations are described including the Pocono
Mountains, the Pine Barrens, Stone Harbor, Delaware Water Gap National Recreation Area, Ridley
Creek State Park, Tyler Arboretum, and Tinicum National Environmental Center, which in any
season can provide fascinating viewing opportunities depending upon your interests. Each site also
includes addresses, directions, trail maps, artistic drawings, and a suggested reading list. Marsh,
Meadow, Mountain conveys both a sense of fun and learning and, ultimately, will instill in the reader

a special intimacy with the Delaware ValleyA¢a -4,¢s precious wild places.
