| found several of the characters quite interesting.Where cliches are concerned this book takes the
cake. It's chock full of southern cliches that simply don’t ring true. I've spent quite some time in the

south, specifically the area in which this book takes place, and while | find some of the cliches to be



ring true, most don’t and are used far too often. In addition, | simply couldn’t get my head around the
"accent" utilized in the dialogue. | get that the authors were trying to create an immersive, real
experience but | found it distracting. With all the other arrows pointing the reader in a particular
direction, this tactic seemed like overkil. What saved this book was its peripheral characters. Amma
and Macon, in particular. | was looking forward to the times they would emerge on the page and |
was eager to know more about them and what made them tick. | was also dying to know more about
Ethan’s dad and Sarafine. Sadly, these characters were, for the most part, overlooked.l checked out
the books 2-4 from series from the library with the intention of reading them quickly, like | did the
VA, Lux & Covenant series which | tore through in mere days. Unfortunately, it's taken me a week to
get through the first book and | can’t get myself to pick up the second. | guess that in itself says

something. Usually I'm chomping at the bit to dive deeper into the story. This time, not so much.

so far I'm only thru the first book and just now starting the second one. As far as the story, I'm
enjoying it. | like that it's from a guys perspective for once, too many young adult books are usually
from a girls mind. | rated this book 5 stars merely for the fact that | got this set for extremely cheap, |
read books so fast that | refuse to pay a lot for them.

First of all as is the case with most books this is SIGNIFICANTLY better than the movie. | am still
only about a 10th of the way through book 3, which shows how "into it" i'm not, | have had this
series for a while now, and usually | have a book done in 1-2 days.Though they go into great depth
in regard to the characters, it is more than a little repetitive, and there is always "another great peril"
