It's a whimsical story about three children who, in Harry Potter style, become involved in dimensions
they do not understand. They are guided by three spirits with the delightful names of Mrs. Whatsit,
Mrs. Who, and Mrs. Which. Another spirit that they encounter is Mrs. Happy Medium. It is a much

lighter read than Harry Potter books, and it does not involve violence.
