Please.I discovered the rules after doing it my way through out college and after a 4 year

relationship ended with a guy telling me, ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“ThereÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s nothing wrong

The guys I followed to the rules with

either fell away because they were time wasters anyway (stopped calling, couldnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t

be bothered to ask me out before the weekend, wouldnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t commit after a set period

of time), or I lost interest in them for the normal reasons.By 2013 (Age 29), I was happily enjoying

following the rules. Single life as a rules girl is fun after all. I was out on New YearÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s

Eve, I went out to a bar simply to be social. A very good looking man spied me across the bar and

smiled while I was chatting away with friends I had made that night. I did not approach him, though I

kept my face happy and open. Eventually he came up to me introduced himself and we had a brief

conversation. Before the night was over, he did not ask for my number, and I did not offer it (if a guy

likes you enough, heÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢ll ask for your number). The conversation ended and I went

home. I didnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t really think about it again. But apparently he did.3 months later, I



was coincidentally at the same bar meeting a friend of mine. He and I made eye contact once more.

We chatted and this time, knowing I wasnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t going to make it easy for him, he made

sure to get my number.

Sure we probably

would have ended up going to Starbucks for our first date and I would have missed out on him

putting all that effort into planning our first date at the little Italian bistro, and he would have missed

that opportunity to feel so proud of himself, and we would have instead pleasantly chitchatted. Or

what if I had invited him in after our first date? Actually, this one, I do know. My husband admitted to

me that he probably would have taken full advantage of the opportunity, but he

wouldnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t have thought very highly of me for it. He said he would have assumed

that I did that with all of my dates. What would have happened if I called or texted him regularly

instead of waiting for him to make the first move? He might have felt pressured and it probably

would have ended.

And honestly, do

you really not dress up for a date? ThatÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s just sad.The rules remind me of the way

my parents used to make me act when I was a teenager living under their roof. When a boy would

come to pick me up, my parents would bodily block the door to prevent me from responding to a

honked horn. My mom would take all the money in my wallet so that I absolutely could not offer to

pay for whatever the eveningÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s entertainments were. I had a curfew so I

couldnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t get up to too much trouble. My parents said it had nothing to do with male

chauvinism or old fashioned behavior; it was simply about making sure the guy had respect for me.

Even though he and I now have a joint account, my husband still uses his debit card to pay for our

dinner when we go out ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€œitÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s a guy pride thing, apparently. He



likes the idea of ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“providingÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â• for me, even though I out earn him.The

truth is, if a guy likes you, he is going to call. He is going to want to book your time before anyone

else can monopolize you. He is going to want to treat you like your special, because a girl with self

respect isnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t afraid to leave a guy who isnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t treating her well. He is

going to want you to only go out with him, and yes, he is going to want to marry you to make sure

that you will spend the rest of your life with him and him aloneÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦because

youÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢re not about to live with or play house with anyone who isnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t

your husband.The rules are dating rules ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€œ they are time tested traditions that let

men follow their instincts. Because frankly, if he doesnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t follow the rules on his

own, the chances are heÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s not that into you anywayÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦and why would

you want to waste your time with a guy who you have to call if you want to spend time with him?

Why would you want to be with a guy who treats you poorly, neglects you or thinks

youÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢re too clingy because you want to go out on date nightÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦and

then makes you pay?It took me so many years to figure out that it was OK, to let my feminist ideals

slide a little bit for dating. I owe my happiness to this book. Following the rules is a little bit like

dieting. ItÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s a lifestyle adjustment ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€œ and if you slip up, you

definitely feel it. Any time I met a guy and didnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t follow the rules, I knew I probably

wouldnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t see him again. It was true time after time. But itÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s easy to

get back on course and when you start strictly adhering, you start to see some results, and start

having quite a bit of fun. I only wish I hadnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t wasted so much time. But in the end,

IÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢m glad I got out of my own way. This book is definitely worth a read. Like I said,

they work.

Don't text that man, don't call him (unless he asks you to), don't make a single move that might give

him the idea that you are just the teensiest bitinterested in him until you've had several dates with

him. Let him come to you first. This "new" rules book, which is pretty much like the old "Rules" book,

doesn't really tell you how and when you are allowed to express affection. But it does cover online

dating, about which the authors say is a reasonable way to "meet" men. But, they caution, don't be

the first to contact him. If you see a profile of what appears to be a handsome, smart, kind,

accomplished man or any man who attracts you for some reason, WAIT for him to contact you. Sit

on you hands, but whatever you do, wait. I've been online off and on for awhile, and if I didn't send

an occasional wink to men who have viewed my profile many times, they'd never take a chance

contacting me first. Some men are shy (and probably scared) I don't see anything wrong with



sending a flirt or a wink to let him know you're out there. But the authors ominously predict that if

you do that, any relationship you get into with him will never last.I think many of their words of

caution about being too aggressive and coming across as "needy" are spot on. I agree that

relationships should move forward slowly. But, like the other "Rules" book, if you are an older

woman like me, chances are good that you've figured this stuff out already. But if you haven't, or

you are very young, then this book will enlighten you. The next 'Rules" book should be for older

women.

I purchased this for a book club... there were many mixed reviews among about 15 women. I would

say half hated the book, some loved it and some thought there were valid points. Sure there were

some common sense things in the book, like not having sex on a first date but how it tells you to

wear your hair a certain length and what to wear, etc etc. If you're not traditional you will not like this

book. It personally made me angry... but I'm also not married so maybe I should read it more

closely.

Keep in mind that when you read this book, it's as a supplement to the original Rules. This book

won't be nearly as helpful without first checking out the author's original book, All the Rules, which

covers all of the basics.Not Your Mother's Rules is essential for the modern woman, covering dating

in an age of social networking, texting, and video chats, which the '90s Rules book couldn't cover.

The authors include helpful truths, like the fact that video chats are simply "glorified phone calls" and

NOT dates, since there is very little effort involved. And I and my friends personally know that

friending the guy you like on Facebook provides false hope and gets you no where--and definitely

no dates!Some truths are hard to swallow, but ultimately, the Rules work!

I think there is a lot of great advice in this book, as has already been brought out by others. Some of

the outward appearance advice felt really stupidly superficial to me. Teeth whitening? Hmm...yeah.

Where does a single mother of two small children who works part time at two jobs and is a part time

student get the money for that? Not exactly in my budget. Straighten curly hair? Never mind how

time consuming this is (and potentially damaging if constantly repeated, in spite of special sprays

and lotions). Looking your best is not bad, but I didn't feel that all these suggestions could apply to

people of all budgets and ethnicities.Other then that I really like most of the advice and look forward

in applying them in my life, since I found many of the Rules make sense and I can easily apply them

in my life.



This book will help women navigating today's dating scene of texting and social media. It may seem

old-fashioned, but it's good for a woman who is looking for a serious relationship. It is helpful for

those who need help being less needy and available, and demanding respect from men they date.
